Notice to Potential Bidders:

A.

This Addendum is issued to modify the Drawings and/or Project Manual titled “Austin’s
Yellow Bike Project — A New Headquarters/Community Bike Shop, at 1216 Webberville
Road, Austin, Texas” prepared by Andrew W. Clements, Architect.

Bidders are instructed to make any adjustments necessary in their bids to be submitted, on
account of this Addendum. It will be understood that each Bidder’s bid proposal is
submitted with full knowledge of the information contained in this Addendum.
Acknowledge receipt of this Addendum (and any future Addendums) on the “BID
FORM?” found in the Project Manual before the Bid Form is submitted.

ITEM 1. Answers to Questions asked by Plan Holders (below):

Who is the “owner”, in other words who is the Yellow Bike Project owned by? ''The
Austin Yellow Bike Project" is the Owner; and it is a 501(c)(3) Non-Profit
Organization.

Is the project tax-exempt? Yes; The Austin Yellow Bike Project is not required to pay
sales tax. Please take this in to account when submitting bids. Forms are attached to
provide documentation for the contractor’s tax records and to demonstrate Y ellow
Bikes non-profit status. Additional copies will be provided to the selected contractor.

In pricing the alternates 1 and 2:

a. What is the guardrail at the mezzanine and the stairs to the mezzanine? The
mezzanine guardrail is code-compliant 42" high wood construction with 2x4
wood pickets at 4" o.c. and a 2x4 top rail with a 1x6 finished wood cap and also
4x4 wood posts around 10'-6" o.c. The stair's guardrail is 2x2 wood pickets at
4" o.c. and a 2x6 (vertical) top rail, with its bottom edge 34" above the front
stair nosings, with 4x4 wood posts at the start, end, & intermediate point of the
stair run. A 1-1/2" diameter wood or metal handrail that is code-compliant is
attached to the top rail on both sides of the stair run at 36'"" high above the stair
nosings.

b. What is the guardrail at the landing/porch near the entry door? The guardrail at
both the entry deck and the concrete ramp is a treated 2x6 (vertical) top rail
supported by 4x4 treated wood posts at around 6'-0" o.c. with a treated 2x4
(vertical) for edge protection 1" above the top of the wood deck or concrete
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ramp. A 1-1/2" metal handrail that is code-compliant is attached to the top rail
on both sides of the ramp run at 36" high.

c. I am assuming that the steel railings for the interior stairs and the exterior ramps and
stairs are primed and painted—not galvanized. The metal hand rails (exterior, and
interior if applicable) should be galvanized and unpainted.

4. The structural plans imply that the interior stair to the mezzanine is “steel construction”. Is
this correct, or is the interior stair to the mezzanine wood framed? The interior stair is not
steel construction; it is wood framed (although it is to be anchored to the concrete floor
slab similar to Detail 7/Sheet S2.0, with bolted connection to the wood stair carriage
pieces rather than the welded connection shown).

5. Iam assuming that the interior Masonite doors are “solid core—particle board” and not
hollow core, is that correct? Yes; all interior doors are solid-core Masonite doors.

6. 1do not see any indication of door hardware quality—is that correct? Door hardware (not
furnished by Pre-Engineered Metal Building Supplier or overhead door supplier)
‘should be Schlage commercial quality, or equal (with Levers being Schlage Elan
model, stain chrome finish, or equal).

7. 1am assuming that the roof panel is Butler Rib II—is galvalume finish ok or do you want a
colored roof? Roof panels will be galvalume finish.

8. Iam assuming that the wall panel is Butler Rib II in a standard color? Wall panels will be
galvalume finish.

9. There are no toilet accessories shown except for the grab bars and mirror—is that all we are
to include? Yes; all other toilet accessories will be Owner provided & installed, with
contractor to install wood blocking in walls as determined in the field.

ITEM 2. The Owner/Client is a tax-exempt 501(c)(3) Non-Profit Organization; and no
sales or use taxes should be included in bids. Documents establishing this Non-
Profit status are attached; additional copies will be furnished to the selected
Contractor as necessary during construction.

ITEM 3. Other Pre-Engineered Metal Building Manufacturers/Suppliers acceptable. It
was mentioned at the Pre-Bid Conference that Butler Building Systems/Butler
Manufacturing Company might be designated the only acceptable provider of Pre-
Engineered Metal Building components shown on the Drawings. Other Pre-
Engineered Metal Building Manufacturers/Suppliers will be considered as equal,
with the furnishing of pertinent specifications and data necessary to establish as
equal (and shop/installation drawings signed by a registered professional engineer
will be required prior to any installation).

Changes to the Drawings and/or Project Manual include:

ITEM 4. A One-Year General Warranty clause has been added to the Construction
Contract that will be executed between the Owner and the selected Contractor.
The full text of the additional Contract Article is below:

Article 8. Warranties. In addition to all manufacturers’ warranties
provided for products or materials installed as part of the Work, the
Contractor warrants the materials, workmanship and Work to be free from
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defects in materials and workmanship for a period of one year. The warranty
period will be deemed to run from the date of Substantial Completion of the
Work as documented by the Architect or Owner pursuant to the terms of the
Contract. The warranty described herein binds the Contractor to repair or
replace (at the option of Architect or Owner) without cost to Owner, any
Work that is out of compliance with the Drawings and any Work which
during the one-year period described herein exhibits defects in workmanship
or materials or which malfunctions or fails to work correctly or in the manner
intended. The Contractor shall, at Contractor’s own expense, correct any such
defect or deficiency no later than thirty days after receiving written notice of
such defect from the Owner or Architect, or within such shorter period of time
as Owner or Architect may reasonably request. Contractor shall be obligated
as part of its warranty obligation, to repair or replace any other portion of the
Work damaged or destroyed by (i) the non-complying, malfunctioning or
defective Work, or (2) the process of repairing or replacing the non-
complying, malfunctioning or defective Work. The warranty provided herein
will be extended by any work performed by the Contractor (or performed by
the Owner or Surety in the event Contractor fails to perform its warranty
obligations) in repairing or replacing non-complying, malfunctioning or
defective work or materials, so that all repaired or replaced work shall have, in
addition to any manufacturer’s warranty, a one-year warranty from Contractor
from the date repairs or replacements are completed. In the event Contractor
fails to comply with these provisions, Owner shall have, in addition to any
other rights and remedies provided by law or the Contract Documents, the
right to (i) perform the repair or replacement by its own employees or other
contractor and demand reimbursement from Contractor for all amounts
incurred by Owner, in which event Contractor shall pay said amounts to
Owner within 30 days after demand, and/or (ii) make demand on Surety to
perform Contractor’s obligations. The Contractor’s warranty excludes
remedy for damage or defect caused by Owner’s abuse, modifications not
executed by the Contractor except as authorized herein, improper or
insufficient maintenance by Owner, improper operation by Owner, or normal
wear and tear and normal usage. If required by the Architect or Owner, the
Contractor shall furnish satisfactory evidence as to the kind and quality of
materials and equipment used in the Work.
